DIGIVID Workshop (17.5.2022) with in-service teachers

The goal of this workshop is to provide knowledge about i) competence-oriented learning,

ii) the transfer of theoretical knowledge about digital competences into teaching and
learning practices. Through “hands-on” activities we will discuss discussed with the
participant our DIGIVIDget and presented the DIGIBot, which were both well recognized.
